Pay and display at Heaton Park
Pay and Display charges (updated 24 October 2023)
· Up to one hour £1.50
· One to three hours £2.50
· Over three hours £3.50
Pay and Display charges apply every day from 10am until 5pm, with occasional exceptions for big events. Vehicles should only be left in designated car parks. For locations of our car parks, see details for SatNav or view our map of the park.
Disabled parking is available in all our car parks; it's free of charge for Blue Badge holders. You can park in any bay, it doesn't have to be a specific disabled bay, but your Blue Badge must be visible.
How to pay for parking:
· cash or card at the machine in the car park - display the ticket in your windscreen, or
· pay online using our PayByPhone mobile phone app using the specific car park ID code, which is marked on the ticket machine (ticket not required for this option, but you need to download the app and register before you can use it), or
· buy an annual parking permit for your vehicle.
If you're in the park before 10am and want to stay after 10am, you can either:
· buy a ticket when you park (your paid time starts at 10am, so buying a two hour ticket at 8am allows you to park until 12noon); or
· use the PayByPhone app from anywhere in the park. With PayByPhone you can pay for, or top up, your parking ticket when required.

Civil Enforcement Officers will patrol the car parks: anyone that leaves their car without a valid ticket, allows their ticket to expire or parks outside of the marked bay will be issued with a fixed penalty notice.

TENTS MUST BE PITCHED ON THE SAME SIDE OF THE PATH AS THE START/FINISH AREA ON THE HIGHER GROUND TO AVOID DAMAGING THE GRASSLAND. PLEASE ENSURE YOU AREN’T IN ANYONE’S WAY, KEEP WELL AWAY FROM THE FINISH FUNNEL AND PLEASE DON’T LEAVE ANY RUBBISH.

travel details




By Car - Directions from the M60
M60 – come off at Junction 19.
Take the A576 (Middleton Road) heading towards Manchester.
Heaton Park is now on your right, at the end of the Park turn right onto the A6044 (Sheepfoot Lane) where you’ll find Entrance Gate 6 and the Lake Car Park.


If you want to access either of the car parks at Entrance Gate 15:

Continue along Sheepfoot Lane, at the next corner of the Park (Grand Lodge) turn right onto the A665 (Bury Old Road). As you get to the end of the Park you will pass the Prestwich Prep School on the right followed by Carver Avenue and the front of St Margaret’s Church. 
Just after the Church turn right into St Margaret’s Road.
Carry on passed the side of the Church and a little further on is the entrance to the Park. Turn right into the Park.


Go passed the car park on the left (although you may need to use it if the top car park is full) carry straight on following the signs to the main car park which you will find on your right.
Park up and proceed by foot: leave the car park at the “top end” passing the children’s play area on the right. Follow the path down hill to the Farm Centre. Go through the courtyard and turn right.
You should now be able to see the Start/Finish area.
By Bus
You can take the number 135 from Manchester City Centre, which stops at the tram station on Bury Old Road.  Many other buses travel to Heaton Park. It takes about 12 - 13 minutes to walk from the Station Gate to the start/finish area (follow signposts to the Hall). Please check with GMPTE for the latest travel information.


By Metrolink Tram 
Take the Bury Tram to Heaton Park Tram Station. Trams run regularly from the City Centre and other destinations.  There is a gate into the park directly opposite the station, and once in the park you should keep walking straight ahead ignoring the paths going off to the left and right.  At the ‘T-junction' turn left and walk up the hill.  You will eventually see the Start/Finish area with Heaton Hall just beyond to your right and the Farm Centre buildings - with the clock tower - to your left.  It takes about 12 - 13 minutes to walk from the Station Gate to the start area (follow signposts to the Hall). Please contact Metrolink for tram times and service information before travelling.
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
